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Membership Terms & Policies 
Named Members 

§ Each membership level allows a specified number of adults to be listed as named members: 

o Access 4 Membership: 3 named adult members. 

o Access 6 Membership: 4 named adult members. 

§ There must be at least one named adult on each membership.  One of the named adult members must be 
present and provide photo ID to check in and receive member benefits. 

§ The primary adult member is the first named adult member. In relation to the primary, additional named adult 
members must be related adults or a caregiver for the primary member’s children. 

o For the purposes of this membership, a “related adult” is defined as a spouse or partner of the 
primary adult member, living in the same household; an ex-spouse; a grandparent; an aunt or an 
uncle.   

o A caregiver is defined as an unrelated adult who regularly cares for the primary member’s children. 

§ Only the primary adult member can make changes to the list of named adult members. 

General 

§ Children’s Museum memberships do NOT include admission to special events. 

§ Children’s Museum memberships do NOT cover admission to birthday parties as guests or hosts.   

§ Children must be accompanied and supervised by an adult 18 years or older at all times. 

§ Adults visiting the Museum must be accompanied by at least one child under 18 years old. 

§ Children’s Museum memberships are non-transferrable, non-refundable, and may not be re-sold. 

§ Occasionally, the Children’s Museum may be closed for routine scheduled maintenance, facility upgrades, private 
events, or for emergencies.  While we do our best to notify members of any closures, operation dates and hours 
are subject to change without prior notice. 

§ The Children’s Museum reserves the right to make changes to terms and benefits at any time. 

§ Members or guests of a member who conduct themselves in a manner deemed discourteous or dangerous to the 
health and safety of other Museum guests or staff will be asked to leave the Museum property. 

§ Failure to comply with the posted rules and membership policies of the Museum may result in termination of 
membership without refund.
